ACCESS STATEMENT FOR THE MILLHOUSE DORSET
INTRODUCTION
The Mill House is a detached stone property at the end of a private drive.

PRE ARRIVAL

Our website gives information and pictures of several of the rooms and gardens. Booking/enquiries can be made directly from the website via email, or telephone or letter. All guests are provided with written directions to the cottage. The nearest bus stop is approx. 1 km away. Sherborne railway station is approx 6 miles away. The local taxi office is approx. 2km away.

This access statement is available on our website and in the welcome information file in the cottage.

ARRIVAL AND CAR PARK FACILITIES
There is 1 space outside of the property, and a further 2 spaces approx 45 metres away (off road). All drives are gravel including the walk from the second car park.

MAIN ENTRANCE

There are 2 x 20cm stone steps up to the porch. The porch is open at one end, with a 1 metre drop onto a grassy bank. A 10cm step into the hall. The front door – hinged right 90cm x 2 metres, keyhole 90cm high. Opens into small hall with a loose mat and a small visitors table.

DINING/KITCHEN/LOUNGE (OPEN PLAN)
Door from hall opens inwards 2 metres x 85cm. To the left is the kitchen/diner with wooden worktops, 92cm high x 60cm deep. The sink and gas hob are also 92cm high, above the hob is an extractor, and a microwave is also available. Crockery is provided in a free standing unit 100cm high with shelves. Glasses etc are in the wall cupboards. The oven is under the height of the worktops. The fridge/freezer is free standing 120cm. There is an oval dining table and 4 chairs, plus window seats to the right of the kitchen.

To the right is the lounge with 1 x 3 seater sofa, 1 x 2 seater sofa and 2 arm chairs, all are movable. TV with remote control, free view, DVD and CD player with radio. There is a coffee table in the middle of the room surrounded by the sofas and chairs. There is a large mat under the coffee table. Open fire with guard and fender. Wooden floors throughout.

SITTING ROOM

Door opens inwards from hall 80 x 195. 3 seater sofa and 2 arm chairs all movable. A small TV on a table in the corner of the room with a video. A shower cubicle, door 80cm x 195cm. A long low foot stool in front of the sofa, movable. A large rug (short pile) non slip on wooden floor.

UTILITY/TOILET

Door opens inwards from hall 74 x 195. Narrow access to toilet 90cm. Toilet 44cm high. To the right of the door is a Belfast sink 60cm high. Front loading washing machine with a dryer on top. Wooden floor

STAIRS TO LANDING
13 steps x 20cm high. Wooden slatted stair and landing banister 110cm high. Short pile light brown carpets throughout stairs, landing and bedrooms. Scatter rugs throughout.

BEDROOM 1

Double – door hinged on right 75 x 190. Double bed in middle of room – 90cm space at each side. 2 bedside tables with lamps. Free standing roll top bath in room (no hand rail). Non slip bath mat provided. Small ensuite toilet (sloping ceiling) and vanity unit. Doors 67cm x 195cm.

BEDROOM 2

King size – door hinged on right 195 x 75. King size bed in middle of room – 90cm space at each side. 2 bedside tables with lamps. 2 small movable chairs.

BEDROOM 3
Twin – door hinged on right 195 x 75. 2 Single beds in middle of room, 70cm space at each side and between beds. 2 bedside tables with lamps. Make up table in corner, behind the door.

All bedding is cotton (non feather pillows and duvets). Duvets on all beds.

BATHROOM

Door hinged on left  195cm x 75cm. Heated towel rail on left. Toilet seat 43cm high. Sink 78cm high. Bath 50cm high, length 167cm and 69cm wide. No handrail. Non slip bath mat provided. Hand held shower in bath.
OUTDOORS TO GARDEN

Glass panelled door hinged right – 2 metres x 90 – opens out from lounge. Door ledge to garden pathway. From door to waters edge 2.70 metres (iron rail). 5 metres to working sluice gates, bridge and waterfall (drop of 3 metres) with iron rails. 5 steps down to terrace – garden furniture with two benches. Narrow strip of garden, with the lake on one side and the river on the other.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Information pack covering cottage and surrounding areas.

Smoke and fire extinguishers on both floors. Gas detector upstairs. Fire blanket in the kitchen.

No small children or pets allowed due to the working sluice gates – with 3 metre drop. The premises are non smoking. There is a telephone with an honesty box – most mobiles don’t work well here. 

LIGHTING
Ceiling lights in all rooms (except the sitting room, where there are 3 lamps). Dimmer switches in kitchen/lounge.
